The same number of points are used in this month’s block as in Month 6, 7, & 8, but now the points are split.

This is a very easy block to do by the paper piecing method. It is also a follow-up lesson on joining eight points
successfully. Two of these blocks are required for the quilt. Templates A/AR and B/BR can be reused from Month 8.

Refer to the General Instructions in Month 1 for guidance cn the piecing techniques that can be used with this block, Then

follow the steps listed below:

. Make templates andg/or foundations

2. Cult out fabric pieces using the information in Chart |
or in Chart Ill Pre-Cutting Guide For Foundations

3. For guidance, see cutting layout information under

Yardage and Cutting Instructions.

. Mark fabrics to prepare for stitching.

5. Begin block assembly for all piecing techniques by
following the steps shown in the Block Assembly
diagram below.

6. Reler to the Fabric Placement and Template Guide
diagrams for guidance. The Template Guide diagram
illustrates which templates are needed for each area
of the quilt block. The Fabric Placement diagram
illustrates which fabrics will be used in each of those
areds.

7. Rotary cut squares and rectangles for the block frame
using the information in Chart 1l

8. Sew frame squares and rectangles together as

shown; then sew them onto the block as illustrated in

the Block Assembly diagram below

A & AR

* Cut fabric strip that measures 4 3/8" x 24".

* Fold in half, right sides together.

¢ Cut all pieces using A template; bottom
half will be cut into AR pieces.

C&CR

» Cut fabric piece that measures 4 3/4" x 6 1/2
from both #3 & #4.

* Place fabric pieces right sides together, with #4
on the bottom.

e Cut all pieces using C template; bottom fabric
will be cut into CR pieces.
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E&ER
» Cut fabric piece that measures 5" x 8 1/4"

¢ Place fabric pieces right sides together, with #8
on the bottom.

 Cut all pieces using E template; bottom fabric
will be cut into ER pieces.

B & BR
¢ Cut fabric piece that measures 4 1/8" x 15 1/2".
* Fold in half, right sides together.
¢ Cut all pieces using B template; bottom
half will be cut into BR pieces.
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D & DR

¢ Cult fabric piece that measures 4 1/2° x 5 1/4"
from both #5 & #6.

* Place fabric pieces right sides together, with #6
on the bottom,

¢ Cut all pieces using D template; bottom fabric
will be cut into DR pieces.

The pieces are
also large enough to allow for fabrics to be cut into the
pieces needed for foundation piecing.
