CUTTING & ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS 

 
Read instructions thoroughly before beginning. You have been furnished pattern pieces with all the major 
pieces with seam allowances from our original draftings.  We are furnishing pattern pieces for those that want 
to piece the block individually. Cut out your templates from poster paper or quilting plastic.  There are only 
one piece to work with, the rest is cutting strips and joining them. cut them carefully and keep a masterpiece in 
case you damage your pattern pieces that you are working with.

Here is the basic layout of your main quilt block. You will construct the sections according to cutting guides on 
the pages of this pattern and then put them together for the full quilt. 
Keep referring to the colored picture on the front of the pattern. This is very important as the fabrics supplied 
are cut to go with this coloration. It is also very important to keep the colors running right in all sections as 
some sections are mirror images. In sections 4 and 5 you are supplied with ONE set of pattern pieces. To get 
the “R” versions you must flip the patterns over and cut a mirror image of the same piece and follow the 
cutting guides carefully! The pattern pieces are clearly marked for these sections. 
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CENTER SECTION 
 



 
 

First identify pattern pieces for the center section. Cut your master pattern from poster paper or I like to use 
clear plastic for the center when working with borders as you can see through to the fabric and place the fabric 
precisely in the same repeat area of the border. If you are using the border fabric to make the center a good 
reference is to put Jinny Beyer’s website: http://jinnybeyer.com/quilttips/tip09_2.cfm?axis_v=2 in your 
browser and study the process. Go to the section on borders and cut the borders FIRST. Then cut pieces #1 
from extra unused border fabric. There is ample fabric furnished for the project, but do be careful. Remember 
when cutting these center triangles to place your pattern on the border fabric so your 1/4” allowance isn’t on 
your favorite part of the design. Mark the seam lines & sew the triangle sections together, carefully pinning the 
POINTS FIRST. Place the first stitch  EXACTLY where the seams meet, then match the individual lines to 
each other as you sew the seam so that the patterns exactly match all the way down the seam line for a 
beautiful Job. I make these in pairs and then sew the pairs together, finger pressing as I go for a perfect center. 
Cut corners #2 from fabric color #9880-96 or scraps of your choice Sew these together very carefully and they 
should finish to match the next section #1.4 or #2.4. Finished center will measure 8 ¼” CUT size .

On Sections #1 and #2. Sew the parallelograms together in sequence for each colorway. Press to the outside and 
set aside assembly later on. 

 
 

Now refer to your colored picture on the front of this pattern and piece all of your completed pieces together 
and press to the outside of the quilt. Your quilt top should measure about 48”. 
 

BORDERS 
 

Cut your border stripes out now. 
  
Cut the furnished border stripes into 4 equal pieces down the long sides of the fabric making sure to leave 1/4” 
seam allowance before the edge you want to use next to the quilt.  Place a repeat of the pattern in the center of 
each side and you should come out fine on the mitered corners. If not, shorten up the center match by taking a 
tuck in the center, sew and trim to make the corners come out exactly on match. There is ample fabric to slide 
and make everything fit perfectly. 

 
FINISHING THE QUILT  

 
Make your backing as usual, place on large table and layer the batting. 
Place top on top of the sandwich. Then baste and quilt in the usual manner. I like to quilt in the ditch on these types of 
quilts so that you don’t “shadow” the design with the quilting in 1/4” as is standard. But as Mom used to say “do the way 
YOU want”. That way it’s yours.
