TIPS FOR STRIP PIECING DIAMONDS

For those of you that know how to strip piece diamonds there is adequate fabric in
this kit to do so. Just make sure you have the right colors in the right sequence
before you join your first rows. Rows will be the number of colors in the particular
diamond row you are starting on. If your star has more than three rows as pictured
below just add more rows. Offset the ends of the rows the width of the CUT strips
when sewing your first rows together. After cutting your all your rows, keep them in
sequence and alternate the rows when pressing. One up, one down and the strips
will go together much easier in the finished diamonds. Be very careful not to distort
this pressing sequence. Use a dry iron, try not to stretch or distort the fabric.

Now stack all the rows, right side up in sequence, last row first, perfectly aligning
the sewn rows. Then cut all the diamonds with your roller cutter at the same time, or
you may cut them one at a time while maintaining your 45 degree angle on each cut.
The cuts will be made the same width as your fabric strips were originally. Check
your 45 degree angle as you cut across the width. You must maintain that angle.
Perfect joints every time will result with this method of strip cutting and piecing.

Example below is for a three row diamond configuration.
Add rows if there are more in the pattern.

NOTE: If you are NOT strip piecing you must lay the individual pieces on your strips
as in the Cutting Diamond Rows diagram above when cutting. We figured the
quantities for the kits using that method. You WILL run short of fabric otherwise.

Now you need to sew the cut strips together in sequence. Pay close attention as you
lay the strips on top of each other for sewing that you don’t sew them the wrong
piece first as it will make your colors come out wrong and as they say “As you sew,
also will ye rip!” Pin each individual joint as you go or when they press out the
joints will not meet properly. A true ¥2” seam must be maintained and be sure and
stop and start ¥4” in from each end. When you have all the diamonds sewn, press
from the back side.

Now join the diamonds into whatever configuration you are making. If you’re
making a star quilt that uses your diamonds for the whole center sew the centers as
below:

The centers have to be joined in the middle perfectly. Mark the center diamonds with
a 1/4" rule the back side. Then I put a pin in each piece EXACTLY in the tip of the
diamond in both pieces. Then continue to pin the joints towards the outside of the
diamond sections. Sew from the outside towards the center.

As you approach the center by just a few stitches, shorten the stitch length so that
the needle hits EXACTLY on the pin. Get it right because those short stitches are a
pain to get out. Then join on the next diamond etc. until you get all the way around
and the whole section is joined. Finger press the seams all one way as you go. You
will have a "florette™ look to the center on the back side. Trim a bit off the center
excess but not too close to the joints. This should take care of any puckering. A little
puckering in the middle is not uncommon and usually will "quilt out” when you layer
and baste the layers together. When quilting | never go over the center seam. Work
out from the center with your machine or by hand quilting so that you do not bind
down the center and it won't puff up when done. You can spray the center if puffing
remains after piecing and press some puckering out but don't "bake™ the fabric too
much. This method is perfectly acceptable in constructing square sections also.
