Yolhave been
furnished pattern pieces with all the major pieces and seam
allowances from our original draftings. We are furnishing pattern
pieces for those that want to piece the block individually. Cut out
your templates from poster paper or quilting plastic so cut them
carefully and keep a masterpiece in case you damage your pattern
pieces that you are working with.

Here is the basic layout of your quilt. Please identify the various
sections of the quilt before proceeding. Instructions are for
traditional cutting of individual pieces and piecing one at a time.
Fabric is figured for the machine piecing method so there will be
more than an adequate amount for all methods, including paper
piecing.
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First Border #10

Cut these border pieces from fabric #JB58. Cut 4 pieces 1 1/2"x
45" (Finishes 1") and make 4 border pieces. You may miter or
square end the borders.

Second Border #11
Cut these border pieces from fabric #JB44.Cut 5 pieces 2 1/2"x 45"
(Finishes 2") and make 5 border pieces. You may miter or square
end the borders.

Final Border #12
Cut these border pieces from fabric #JB48. Cut 5, 3 1/2" strips and
make 5 border pieces by cutting the fifth border piece into 4 pieces,
cut the other 4 pieces in %2 and place the 10+” pieces in the middle
to make each side. Miter the corners and you're done.
Step back, admire your work and congratulate yourself on your
new, beautiful, Storm at Sea Quilt!
